Many Stars CTL will use demonstrated technology to produce 50,000 barrels per day of clean, alternative fuels for domestic use. The fuels will be produced from tribal coal, while CO2 that is created through the process will be captured and  sequestered in deep saline aquifers below the Crow Reservation or supplied by pipeline to regional oil fields for use in enhanced oil-recovery projects. The $7.5 billion Many Stars Coal-to-Liquids project is expected to create 4,000 construction jobs and 700 to 900 permanent jobs at the mine and CTL plant.
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
